Building & Grounds

Church 

There is a pigeon roosting problem in the steeple of the church.  A bid of $4,500 was received to take care of the problem.  A volunteer investigated the problem and thought this could be handled internally by putting a substance down in the area the pigeons are using which would deter them from using it.  He is following up with this.

Rectory 

The rectory porch roof had a leak and a volunteer fixed the problem.  A gutter on the rectory needs to be repaired and further work is needed on this.

Auditorium 

The same volunteer is repairing 7 windows in the auditorium that have been broken.

School

Senior Citizens are now meeting in the school cafeteria.  This move will possibly allow the heat in the auditorium to be shut off.

· Action – Mike S. will look into having the heat shut down in the auditorium until fall. 

Dumpsters

The 2 dumpsters, (1 by the school and 1 by the auditorium) were discussed about there usage. The Auditorium dumpster was used mainly by Bingo which is no longer an event.  One dumpster by the school should be sufficient.

· Action – Mike S. will call Waste Management for pricing and call Rumpke to discontinue service if Waste Managements pricing is better.
· Action – Bob A. will look into the possibility of having a city truck used by the Athletic Assoc. During their tournaments in place of the dumpster.
Snow Removal 

Snow removal was done by a parishioner.  The cost was $450 for the last snowfall (blizzard!).  Mike S. said this was a savings from what TLC would have charged.  It was suggested not to clear the parking lot all the way to the Mill creek but stop at the driveway by Mill St.

· Action – Mike S.  will let the parishioner know for future clearings.

Parking

There has been parking in the handicapped parking spots next to the auditorium by those not needing them, especially during tournaments.

· Action – Mike S. will put a notice in the bulletin about this problem.

· Action – Bob A. will check on city ordinances about handicapped parking on private property and what actions we can take. 

Finances

Duke Energy – Electric meters were read on 3/4/08 by Duke Energy.  One meter was missed, the one in the school kitchen.  This should be read next month and our next statement should be correct.

School Lease/Sale

Mike S. gave two pages to the Finance Committee of Jackson Advisory Group, Inc. appraisal for the school building, support site and excess land (ball fields).  Mike also gave copies of Alienation/Sale of Property by a Parish he received from Fr. Joe Binzer.  This sheet indicates procedures for the Parish and the Archdiocese to follow when alienating property held in trust by the Archdiocese.  In this context, alienate means –‘Law. to transfer or convey, as title, property, or other right, to another: to alienate lands.’”
6:30p.m. –At this time the Representatives from Sts. Peter & Paul Academy joined the meeting.  Bob A.  led us in prayer with the Prayer to the Holy Spirit.  A spokesperson spoke of the Academy’s goals and presented a power point presentation with information and a list of information requests prior to making a formal offer.
