If that is done and we need the monies elsewhere it could not be used for another project.  It was decided it was not worth the risk to do this. MEMBER mentioned some projects that he feels need attention around the campus and it was decided that a piece will be put in the bulletin explaining the need to continue this collection and asking for suggestions.  This would be a Finance/Building & Grounds request.  Then a priority list will be put together by the Committee.

Action - MEMBER will draft a bulletin notice and MEMBER will give input and submit to NAME.
The Archdiocese recommends that we keep three months operating funds in our checking account.  Beyond that, they want us to invest in their notes.  The money is assessed because it will be included in the Sunday collection figures reported to the Archdiocese.
